THE STATE TAX CREDIT PROCESS

1. Make a contribution to Susanna Wesley Family Learning Center

2. Susanna Wesley deposits the check and mails you a Tax Credit form (see Attachment 1)

3. As soon as you receive a copy of your canceled check, if requested,  Susanna Wesley will come to your home or business with a notary and 

a.
Assist you in filling out the 12-blank tax form

b. Notarize the form

c. Make a copy of your cancelled check front and back and return documents to SWFLC
4. SWFLC reviews form for completeness and mails to Department of Economic Development for approval.

5. Within 3-4 weeks, you will receive an approved state tax credit certificate. (See Attachment 2.)
